The strong bonds between the carbon and fluorine atoms make the compound
structure extremely stable at a wide variety of temperatures and the most chemically resistant thermoplastic
polymer available. The PTFE-WH compound is white in color and performs at -300F to +500F.
Tetrafluoroethylene compounds are not recommended for contact with Fluorine or molten alkali metal solutions.
